Instructions for Preparation of Pediatric Radiology Teaching File Cases

Each medical student and resident is required to prepare and present one teaching file case during the month of rotation through the Section of Pediatric Radiology.  The following guidelines should be observed in preparation of these cases.

What cases are appropriate?

Any interesting case is potentially acceptable.  It can be a classic or subtle manifestation of a common or unusual entity.  All in all, the case selected for preparation should be one that interests the student and one other students and residents will appreciate finding in the Teaching File in the future.

What is involved in preparation?

Once a case has been selected, the clinical history of the patient, imaging studies, and any pathological, surgical, or other verifying data should be reviewed.  A literature search should be done on the appropriate topic and a few pertinent references included with the teaching file jacket.  The following specific suggestions may be helpful.


(1)  Pick a case or topic which interests you.  Check with Dr. DiPietro or one of the other faculty when you think that you have decided on a case or if you need help selecting one.  You can work independently but stay in touch with a faculty regarding the case selected, selecting the most pertinent studies, which films to present, etc.  The file room can keep a film folder you are working on in “Dr. DiPietro’s bin” in the file room.  It will be available for you to review, but it will be retrievable in the event it is needed for patient care.


(2)  The write-up of the case should be succinct (See attached sample of the teaching file format to follow).  A single paragraph describing the clinical presentation followed by a paragraph describing the radiographic findings and a brief discussion are adequate. 


(3)  Additional information that will be needed is the patient's name, registration number, date of birth, and the name of the person preparing the case.

Presentation of the Case

The individual preparing the teaching file case will be expected to present the case to the Pediatric Radiology faculty, residents, and other students at a morning interesting case conference toward the end of his or her rotation.  This presentation should not be lengthy.  Ten minutes will be adequate in most cases with good preparation.  Present the case in a way that you would have wanted it presented to you.
What to do when you're done

TYPE your teaching file "write-up" on Word for Windows (PC, IBM).  Marsha Xedos (Rm F3503).  Use the attached outline as a guide for the way your document should be arranged and the content and headings it should contain.  Please be careful to check your spelling on diagnosis and technical/medical terms.  Save your document to the blank CD and give the CD and printed write up and radiographs to Marsha Xedos (Rm 3-220).  Some cases will be selected for inclusion in the Pediatric Radiology Teaching file collection by Dr. DiPietro or Dr. Strouse.  Those images will be copied for the teaching file.  The student’s grade is NOT influenced by whether or not the case is selected for inclusion in the permanent teaching file.

It is important that care is taken in preparing these cases.  A well prepared and organized teaching collection is an educational treasure for future medical students and residents.

USE “WORD FOR WINDOWS” AND SAVE TO A CD
When you type your case write up use the following sample outline as a guide for the way your "Teaching File" document should be arranged, and the content and headings it should contain.  Usually no more than one page is necessary.
